Prisons require security clearance, however, H&I service does not.

Security clearance for prisons is compulsory and must be completed through the H&I committee.  

The clearance procedure is by order of the Irish Prison Service and not of Narcotics Anonymous.

If you have agreed to do service for H&I , please take note that if for any reason you cannot make the meeting try to give as much notice as possible. It is a minimum twelve week commitment and if you are encountering any difficulties with your service commitment please contact a member of the H&I committee for support. 
Progress Report
We met with Probation Services in the Dochas Centre on the 20th of March and discussed the re-opening of the NA meeting. A presentation has been arranged for the 24th of April and will be organised by both the PI and H&I committees.
A meeting had been set up with Probation Services for the 17th of April in Mountjoy prison regarding the re-opening of the NA meeting there. We turned up for the meeting, unfortunately Probation did not, we will contact them to make an alternative appointment.
We met with Probation services and the asst. Governor in Cloverhill remand centre. We have arranged a presentation for the 26th of April which will be organised by both the PI and H&I committees. We intend to begin an NA meeting within two weeks of this meeting. 
We are looking for members who are cleared to support us in getting the meeting up and running , we cannot do this on our own . 
We may have to change the time of the meeting in Wheatfield prison as soon as the position is filled as the current time conflicts with prison programs.
We have posted another 35 names for security clearance and are awaiting the outcomes, this can take up to 12 weeks, and this batch was posted was 10/04/09.  We are continually gathering names for clearance and are seeking as much assistance as possible. We have been told to expect an update from the 1st list of names sent in early May. We continue to seek applications from our members to help the fellowship of NA carry the message of recovery to these facilities.
We had a H&I workshop on Saturday the 4th of April at the eastern area convention in the Newpark Hotel, Kilkenny. We received great support and the event was a great success and we thank all those who attended.

We also made contact with the western area H&I committee and as a result of this we met with them in Carrick on Shannon on the 18th of April to lend support and guidance to their efforts to establish an NA meeting in Castlerea prison. We have also arranged to attend with them on the 10th of May a workshop/presentation in Castlerea prison. PI will also be giving their support.

We met with cuan dara treatment centre on Friday 17th . The purpose of the meeting was to talk about the progress of NA within the facility and also to remove one of the 7 H&I meetings . The meeting on a Saturday from the 25th will no longer proceed as an NA meeting and we have notified our secretary of these changes. This is also running on a trial basis as requested from cuan dara for 1-2 months as to allow another fellowship have a meeting there weekly.
 Monthly H&I committee meeting – At the moment the committee meeting goes ahead every month on the Friday before area at 7:15 in Chrysalis, Benburb St.

 Expenses
The phone bill for last month came to €107.89. This bill can be viewed upon request. We request €140 for literature and expenses this month. 
If you wish to take up a service position with H & I you must have at least six months clean time for treatment centres and one year clean time with security clearance for prisons and be willing to commit to twelve weeks service.
