The ultimate goal of H & I work is to get our message of recovery to any addict whose attendance at regular NA meetings is restricted. A strong and stable committee with support and willingness from the local NA community is crucial if we are to do this.

Unity is a must in NARCOTICS ANONYMOUS. This is not to say that we do not have our disagreements and conflicts; we do. Whenever people get together there are differences of opinions. However, we can disagree without being disagreeable. Tradition One Basic Text Page 63
We the H&I Committee wish to query the information that was contained in last months minutes and was subsequently sent to the groups. 
Treatment facilities
There are currently 15 meetings in treatment centres.  All of these meetings are well attended and all secretary positions are rotated regularly .Literature requirements for these meetings is maintained on a regular basis.

Detox Centres
Cuan Dara Cherry Orchard: This facility has a meeting every night. This is a mixed gender facility and the positions are held by male and female members also. Positions are available.
St. Michaels Ward: Beaumont Hospital has three meetings per week i.e. Monday, Wednesday and Saturday. This is also a mixed gender facility and well attended. All positions are filled.
Treatment Centres
Enfield Treatment Centre: has two meetings per week i.e. Wednesday and Saturday. This facility is all male, and well attended.

Sister Concillios: Athy (Kildare) has one meeting a week on Saturday. This is an all male facility and also well attended.

Ashley House: Has one meeting per week on Thursday: this is an all female facility.

Tullow Farm (Carlow): Has one meeting a month. This is an all male facility. The secretary’s request for literature last month was not met.

Prisons
There are currently 4 meetings in the prisons. All secretary positions are rotated regularly .Literature requirements for these meetings is maintained on a regular basis

Mountjoy Prison NCR: has been suspended until the New Year.
Training Unit NCR: has two meetings per week Tuesday and Sunday (vacant).

St.Patricks Institution NCR: has one meeting per week on Tuesday evening.

Medical Unit NCR: has one meeting per week on Saturday morning.

Wheatfield Prison Clondalkin: no meeting at present, hoping to start again in New Year.
Important Notice
If you have agreed to do service for a secretary in one of the prisons, please take note that if for any reason you cannot make the meeting try to give as much notice as possible as names have to be submitted to probation and welfare two days in advance of your arrival at the prison.  Also be aware that the security procedures are very tight and if you have been in contact with any substances the dog will detect this and you may be refused entry.
You must contact the H &I  phone - line if you have any problems, i.e. Getting a chairperson or stand-in secretary or if literature is required or any other issues before during or after the meeting. We are there to support you. You must give three weeks notification prior to stepping down from your position.

Progress Report
Shelton abbey have started their own NA meeting which H&I have agreed to support with literature and any other H&I services they should request.

We are meeting with Irish prison service on 17/12/08. To discuss the security clearance forms and procedures for entering the prison RE: sniffer dogs.
We had a meeting with the manager of Cuan Dara on the 25/11/08, he has expressed concerns about speakers who have been out of their programme less than the required 6 months and he also raised the issue of appropriate dress code.  And also he requested that secretary’s and speakers start on time and finish on time.
Women’s Meeting
We are meeting with probation services in Dochas centre over the next couple of weeks.  We have so far received 12 female applicants for the position available; we will also be discussing the possibility of male members being allowed to speak there also.
You must contact the H &I  phone - line if you have any problems, i.e. Getting a chairperson or stand-in secretary or if literature is required or any other issues before during or after the meeting. We are there to support you. You must give three weeks notification prior to stepping down from your position.
Expenses
The phone bill for last month came to 116. 46 Euros. This bill can be viewed upon request. We request 200 Euros for literature and expenses this month. This request is based on last month’s request not being met. The tariff for the phone has been changed to the lower tariff of 69Euros from the previous 90Euros.
If you wish to take up a service position with H & I  you must have at least six months clean time for treatment centres and one year clean time with security clearance for prisons and be willing to commit to twelve weeks service.

We the H&I committee would like to express our gratitude to those doing selfless service with H & I.

As the festive season approaches we would request that any member who has prison clearance ring the H&I phone line and try to make themselves available for service in both prisons and treatment centres to help carry the message of recovery to the addict that still suffers especially at this time of the year.
