Progress Report
We have decided to defer the female facilities co-ordinator position as it is not required at this moment in time.  Should the committee become busy and the facilities open up to a degree that there is work for this position we will re-introduce the position.  

We have 30 names to be posted and are awaiting the results of our last batch before we post these.  We should have our last batch during the week when the weather improves.  

We received a call in relation to meetings in the training unit, we were asked if the residents of the training unit could run their own meeting and we agreed that this would be ok and we would provide the literature.  This, while a positive step, highlights the need for members to come forward to apply for clearance as this facility had 2 meetings a week a year ago.

We the H&I committee would like to stress that the majority of clearances which have been processed have been as a result of the committee being proactive in canvassing members.  We would like to ask all GSR’s to canvas their groups on our behalf.  And to stress to their group members that it can be done over the phone and takes about 5 minutes.  
Also, can members take a proactive approach and contact the committee.  We would also like to ask anyone present to express to other members who are interested in applying how quick and pain-free the application process is.  
We have done a statistical analysis of clearances for 2009 since the new procedures kicked in and here’s how it stands.  Since January 2009, we have received 67 clearances back and of those 31 have been cleared.  25 were sent in September and due back now.  We currently have 30 waiting to be sent.  And still approximately 90 members on the service list that have to be contacted. 
We are seeking a new literature co-ordinator.  This position will be filled on the basis of clean time and service experience.  If anyone is interested please contact the committee, also can GSR’s bring this request back to their groups, thank you.
