Progress Report
Dochas centre presentation organised for 27th may , this is a change from original date 26th of april. There will be refreshments and entertainment on the day and we are seeking female members details to attend. 
Mountjoy prison meeting is now open and is running well.
We had a meeting with probation services in cloverhill where we arranged a workshop for two weeks later which was carried out and was well attended by prisoners.  The meeting is also up and running on Sundays at 6pm, however, we are looking for a secretary, as it is only being covered by committee members at present.
We have contacted the regimes directorate of the irish prison in relation to security  clearance, we were told the first batches of clearance would be back with us around the 5th of may and this has not happened.  They have said they are due out soon.  Altogether there are over 60 names that have been posted with a further 15 ready to go.  
Monthly H&I committee meeting – At the moment the committee meeting goes ahead every month on the Friday before area at 7:15 in Chrysalis, Benburb St.

 Expenses
The phone bill for last month came to €198. This bill can be viewed upon request. We request €160 for literature and expenses this month. 
If you wish to take up a service position with H & I you must have at least six months clean time for treatment centres and one year clean time with security clearance for prisons and be willing to commit to twelve weeks service.
