If you have agreed to do service for H&I , please take note that if for any reason you cannot make the meeting try to give as much notice as possible. If you have arranged for a stand in please inform the committee as we have to be satisfied that all criteria for each facility to be entered is adhered to. It is a minimum twelve week commitment and if you are encountering any difficulties with your service commitment please contact a member of the H&I committee for support.
Progress Report
The committee now has a vacancy for female facilities co-ordinator.  Any Female who is interested in this position can approach the chair or vice chair for details.

The meeting with the director of the Health Service Directorate (this is the section within the IPS that deals with the clearance applications) was cancelled the day before it was due to go ahead. We are very disappointed at this development and will now have to wait for an alternative meeting date to be arranged.
We have received the policies and guidelines from Coolmine and these can be reviewed upon request.

We have sent some literature as requested to a member who contacted us last month and is currently in the Midlands prison.

We are still running a phone campaign to get members to fill in clearance forms. We now have another 25-30 to be sent for clearance.
The H&I workshop was a great success and we would like to thank those members who participated and lent their support. Many members took the time to fill out clearance forms on the day or gave their numbers so we could call them to fill out forms. We are extremely grateful for this and we hope that when the recent forms that were sent come back, we will be in a more secure position to re-open some of the prison meetings that are currently closed, due to the lack of members cleared. We would also like to thank the Regional Convention Committee for inviting us to hold the workshop.
Issues

From now on, all members entering H & I meetings within Treatment Centres must sign their full name on a sign in sheet. This is for health and safety purposes. The sheets are being prepared and will be in all the centres over the coming weeks.
We wish to express our dissatisfaction over the issues of workshop time and room changes at the last minute, and also with the reaction we received from certain committee members over these issues.
