The clearance procedure is by order of the Irish Prison Service and not of Narcotics Anonymous.

If you have agreed to do service for H&I , please take note that if for any reason you cannot make the meeting try to give as much notice as possible. It is a minimum twelve week commitment and if you are encountering any difficulties with your service commitment please contact a member of the H&I committee for support.
Progress Report
We are due to meet with the health service directorate of the Irish prison service on the 22nd of October to discuss policies and procedures surrounding clearance for NA members.  We will be looking to secure a yes or no type of response to the convictions part of the clearance form.  Also, we will be asking for definite denial guidelines, by this we mean what type of convictions will get denied and how long a member has to be free of convictions before an application will be considered.  
We are currently running a phone campaign to get members to fill in clearance forms.  We have had a good run so far getting 25 applications, these applications have been sent and we are now awaiting their results.  We have had to take a short break in this campaign as we are trying to keep the phone bill to a minimum.  Again, we would like to thank members for completing the forms.  As soon as we have another few names cleared we will be in a position to re-open some of the prison meetings.  We have been receiving numerous calls from probation services asking about the status of our meetings so again, we ask members to take the time to fill in the form.  The committee would like to stress that it is entirely down to the member if they would like to apply for prison service.  Expect our call.
In august it was requested by area that we contact all treatment facilities in which we enter and ask for their policies and guidelines around NA members entering their facilities.  We have acted on this and have received all the facilities paperwork except for Coolmine although we have an e.  We have sent all the facilities a copy of our general guidelines in the form of the do’s and don’ts.
We had contact through PI for some literature to be sent to a member in the midlands prison.  We don’t have a meeting there but will send a basic text.  

We were asked to meet with Cuan dara management last week.  Some questions were asked in relation clean time and time out of the centre.  As a result of this, Cuan dara have changed their guidelines for us to 1 year clean time and at least 1 year out of that centre.

We would like to thank the convention committee for inviting us to put on a workshop at the upcoming convention.  We will be on at 11 30 on Sunday and are looking forward to the day.  Our speakers will be Neil r and Jackie g
