Prisons require security clearance, however, H&I service does not.

Security clearance for prisons is compulsory and must be completed through the H&I committee.

The clearance procedure is by order of the Irish Prison Service and not of Narcotics Anonymous.

Important Notice
If you have agreed to do service for H&I , please take note that if for any reason you cannot make the meeting try to give as much notice as possible. It is a minimum twelve week commitment and if you are encountering any difficulties with your service commitment please contact a member of the H&I committee for support.
Progress Report
We have contacted the prison services in relation to meeting with them to discuss policies and procedures, this is a matter that has been discussed in previous reports.  We have learned that another fellowship (AA) has been successful in getting a date to meet with them so we hope to be hearing something back soon.  

We are currently running a phone campaign to get members to fill in clearance forms.  We have had a good run so far getting 25 applications, these applications have been sent and we are now awaiting their results.  As soon as we have another few names cleared we will be in a position to re-open some of the prison meetings.  We would like to thank the members who gave their details and time on the phone.  Again, the committee would like to stress that it is entirely down to the member if they would like to apply for prison service.  Expect our call.
Last month it was requested by area that we contact all treatment facilities in which we enter and ask for their policies and guidelines around NA members entering their facilities.  We have acted on this and are awaiting some of the paperwork.  We have sent all the facilities a copy of our general guidelines in the form of the do’s and don’ts.  Those who have given us their documentation so far are- cuan dara.

The committee has learned since last area that anyone awaiting trial or awaiting an impending court case is not entitled to do H&I service.  This is as per handbook.

The committee has been expanded and welcomes Aidrienne B as female facilities co-ordinator.  This move will help H&I to grow and expand our network while also giving our female members a point of contact should they feel more comfortable with a female.
We also welcome Bob B. as the co-ordinator for the carlow, laois and Kildare areas.  We feel that these areas are doing fantastic and the purpose of this role will be to liase and bring together the ideas and concerns of the members from these areas.

We also would like to welcome Philip D as our new literature co-ordinator.  Philip has a long standing background in service and his commitment is very much appreciated.

These positions are new and the committee is rather young, however we are very excited at the prospect of taking H&I forward.
