Progress Report

This is a reflection of the lack of support the H&I committee is receiving from the local Narcotics Anonymous community. We are hearing how current members, who are cleared and doing service within the prisons are also struggling as our list is so small (47 members cleared). We cannot emphasise enough, the importance for members to come forward and give their names for service. Otherwise we face losing more H&I meetings in the future. We wish however to thank all those members who are continuously doing service for our fellowship.

We have received the IPS clearances that were posted in June. Regrettably only four members were cleared from that list. We have posted another ten names this month and do not expect to have those back for at least twenty weeks, which is way over the process time we were given by the IPS.

We met with the Governor of the Dochas two weeks ago, and are waiting to hear whether local clearance will be granted for the purpose of the workshop we are planning.

We need to remind members to give the committee enough notice when finishing their service positions, as we may not have anyone lined up to take over or stand in on short notice.

We were informed by a member that the Medical Unit meeting did not go ahead last Saturday as the search dog made an indication while access was being sought. We, as guests or visitors to any Facility or Institution must abide any policies or guidelines that are necessary for Narcotics Anonymous members.

We would like thank the Northern Area Convention committee for a very warm welcome, and those who attended the H&I workshop on Saturday in Belfast. Big thanks to Sinead K. for chairing the meeting and Dave S. from New York, and all those members who attended, once again, many thanks.

We would like to thank the webmaster, both current and previous for installing a clean time calculator on the H&I page of the Eastern Area Services website. We are researching a, Just for Today application also to be put up on the website.
