We have brought this to their attention and they are investigating the matter.

We were meant to meet with senior probation in the Dochas centre recently, however this meeting was cancelled. When we rang last week to reschedule we were told that they are on annual leave until May 18th. There will be no development in relation to the women’s meeting in Mountjoy until then.

We received a complaint from a member recently; the complaint was that an atmosphere of recovery was not maintained in a H&I meeting. 
We have resumed our phone campaign this week to get clearance forms filled out for service within the prisons. We also have forms with us today if any members are willing to give their time.

We had a call from a treatment centre in Wexford about starting an NA meeting there. We expect to be going there in the couple of weeks to for further discussion.
We had a phone call from the phone-line to say they had been contacted by probation in Cloverhill.
